From a row of neatly lined, collapsible green huts to a vast, sprawling reservation covering
the "Point” entirely and including a former CCC camp area, Montford Point Camp has
grown—not step by step, but by leaps and bounds.

Howard Perry of Charlotte, N. C.. was the first to get here. Shortly afterwards the “Special
Duty” Platoon was formed. Then came the “Mighty First,” the "Mighty Second” and the
“"Mighty Third.” Those were the days of the “Mighties.” Those were the days! The “DI's”
were “old timers.” They had come through Boot Camp at “PI"” when times were hard. They
remembered those days, and reminded us of them. They caused us to leave our footprints in
many places upon Montford Point’s “Sands of time.” They will not be forgotten.

In June of 1943 came the Stewards Branch Battalion. Shortly afterwards came the Com-
mandant’s inspection which, in the words of the Commanding .Officer, was “passed with
flying colors™.

History making events at Montford Point Camp have been too numerous to mention, for
almost every event at Montford Point has been history-making. Even Montford Point itself.
There have been the usual “ups” and “downs”, and “growing pains” which are to be found
in any young and growing organization. Yet, thus far have we come; and we shall go on.
The progress of Montford Point Camp had been characterized by a sincere desire on the
part of all concerned to make this Camp a highly successful organization. Particularly has
this been true in the case of the men responsible for its guidance and direction. It is too
early to tabulate the final results; many sands have yet to shift, many dunes will rise and
fall ere this story shall be complete. We shall look to the future for even greater things than
we have achieved in the past.

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18 August, 1942, the 5lst was organized and the
groundwork for the training for combat duty of a bat-
talion of colored marines was laid. The history of the
battalion since that time can be divided into three
distinct phases.

From mid-August, 1942, when the first member of
the Slst came to Montford Point to mid-December, 1942,
an intensive period of training was carried out. During
this time 17 platoons completed recruit training. 2

This period of activity was followed by one of in-
activity during which the Stewards’ Branch, depot com-
panies and the removal of the tank platoon caused some
to doubt that there would be Negro combat marines.
It was during this period that the 90s, the 155s, Special
Weapons, the Rifle Company and the Pack Howitzer
Battery were organized. The latter two units were de-
tached in June, 1943.

On 7 June, 1943, the battalion was reorganized and
a few weeks later it was placed on a training schedule
for overseas combat duty. Since that time the Slst has y
been making rapid progress and has become the pace ;
setter and yardstick by which the advancement of
Negroes in the Marine Corps can be measured. 7
